Stewardship

“Stewardship is God’s way of building Christian character, not man’s way of raising funds”.

While at conference last summer, I attended a workshop on Stewardship.  In several issues of our church newsletter, I’ve been including quotes from Cary S. “Buddy” Miller, who is a consultant with Stewardship Consulting Services.  These are his direct quotes.

“Top Ten Misconceptions

about Stewardship”

· “I was taught a dollar or two a week in the plate should be enough.”  Reality:  A dollar or two a week for most people isn’t even 1% of their financial resources.

· “I work hard for what I have, let those people in need work hard too”.  Reality:  Everyone is “in need” regardless of the amount of financial resources you have.  There are physical needs and spiritual needs–it is the work of the church to meet these needs.

· “Since I can’t give very much, the little (amount) I would give won’t make much of a difference anyway”.  Reality:  Everything given to God’s work matters no matter what the amount.  Look at the story of the widow’s mite in the Gospels.  Jesus said she made the greatest gift of all!

· “All the church cares about is getting my money”. Reality:  God doesn’t want your money, He wants your heart.  And where your heart is, your money will follow.

· “If I have anything left-over after I’ve paid all of my bills and I have some free time I can give something to God’s work”. Reality:  As a Christian, giving to God’s work comes first.  You don’t give from what’s left over.

· “When I have more free time and money I’ll give more”. Reality:  Everyone should prioritize giving a portion of their time, talents, and treasure. 
· “Stewardship is only about money and we only need to think about it when we make our annual pledge”. Reality:  Stewardship is the practice of giving God a portion of your time, talent & treasure.  IT’S NOT “PICK & CHOOSE” – IT’S ALL THREE!!!!!!!

Our Children’s Clothes Closet 

Due to the large volume of new clients we are in desperate need of children's clothing. Please check your closets and ask your neighbors if they can help.  

In 2009, we saw 151 families. They had 473 children. These families visited us 282 times. 

Here is a breakdown of family visits. 

· 98 families visited us 1 time each (23 of these were first time visits for Nov and Dec!) 

· 23 families visited us 2 times 

· 11 families visited us 3 times 

· 9 families visited us 4 times 

· 1 family visited us 5 times 

· 4 families visited us 6 times 

· 1 family visited us 7 times 

· 3 families visited us 8 times 

· 1 family visited us 9 times

Our first Wednesday of 2010 brought us 29 families with 97 children. Most of these families were new to us. 

Each client is allowed to take 5 outfits for each child. This does not include, a coat, shoes, socks, underwear, pajamas, etc. One outfit consists of a top and a bottom. That amounts to 4,615 outfits. 

Sounds like a lot, but that means each child received 9 outfits in 2009, that is summer and winter clothing. Take into account how they grow. 

These are just the people who came through our doors. We also work with other service organizations to provide assistance when possible. There is such a need out there that we must all work together to provide the basics for our little ones. 

Please think of ways you can help us in 2010. I know many of you cannot be here due to work schedules, but please be in prayer as to how you can help. 

We started our Clothes Closet in 1995. And this is the first time that we have seen so many in need, and have had so few clothes.  We have seen God's hand many, many times through the years and we know He will provide through his people. 

Thank you and May God bless us, as we are a blessing to others.

· 1 hand towel (15 x 25 up to 17 x 27) 

· 1 washcloth 

· 1 comb (large and sturdy, not pocket-sized) 

· 1 nail file or fingernail clippers (no emery boards or toenail clippers) 

· 1 bath-size bar of soap (3 oz. and up) 

· 1 toothbrush (single brushes only in original wrapper, no child sizes) 

· 6 adhesive plastic strip sterile bandages 

· $1.00 to purchase toothpaste 

(NOTE: Toothpaste is purchased in bulk to be added to health kits to ensure that the product does not expire before they are sent.)

Because the emergency kits are carefully planned to make them usable in the greatest number of situations and strict rules govern product entry into international countries, UMCOR requires that the kits contain only the requested items - nothing more.

From the Pastor’s Pen… 

 “Create in me a clean heart, O God, and renew a right spirit within me.” Psalm 51:10

I have a lot of really cool gadgets at home.  I am sure that you do, too.  I have a Swiffer Wetjet, a Swiffer dry mop, numerous dusters, and even 2 vacuum cleaners (one for each level of the house).  But I have learned something that I am not really happy about.  I have discovered that just having these things in my house does not keep it clean.  Can you believe that?  The mere presence of these tools does not take away dirt, dust, or even cat hair.  Also, much to my great surprise, I have discovered that I actually have to use these tools to keep the house clean!

Using these tools helps to freshen up the house but, even then, I have discovered that periodically more is needed.  Touching up the paint, cleaning spots off the carpet, making other minor repairs (thankfully, the house is still fairly new), are just some of the other things I need to do.  So, on a regular basis I have to be cleaning the house and periodically I have to do more than that.

I think the same is true with our faith.  We have some really great tools.  We have the Bible (the Word of God); we have the love, grace and forgiveness of Jesus; we have a wonderful Savior, and we have the gift of His Holy Spirit working in and through us.  However, just like my cleaning tools, the mere presence of these tools or knowledge of them is not enough to clean us up.  We must also take the time to use them.  Our hearts need cleaning on a regular basis and we also periodically, need some extra refurbishing or renewal.

The start of a new year is an ideal time to take the time to more intentionally use the tools God has given us and also to intentionally make space for Him to work in our lives and to BE in us.  And I can tell you this: He is even better than my vacuums about cleaning us up.

As you begin a new year, how about using this time to dust off the tools and then use them to renew our hearts?  Now is the time for all of us to be praying “Create in me a clean heart, O God, and renew a right spirit within me.”
